A marriage certificate is a certified copy of the marriage license filed with the county clerk’s office. This is a

document that proves a servicemember is legally married to the named individual.

Heirloom Certificates issued by the Texas Department of State Health Services are not a legal certificate of

marriage, and do not establish a marriage relationship.
